COMMUNITY JUSTICE FORUM (CJF) FACILITATOR AND PEACEMAKING CIRCLES  
• history, philosophy, and theory behind restorative justice and Community Justice Forums and 

Peacemaking Circles 
• learn how to assist your communities in addressing harmful and/or criminal behaviour by bringing 

together the parties/people affected by the incident, including support for those who caused the harm 
and those harmed 

• focus on the emotional impact that is the result of the offending behavior on all of those affected 
• introduction to basic facilitation skills 
• direction on the preparatory skills required to facilitate Community Justice Forums and Peacemaking 

Circles 
• an opportunity for anyone interested in conflict resolution, community building or restorative justice 
• increase your skills and knowledge for having difficult conversations 
• a resolution process for healing relationships and keeping them healthy 
• explores how communities can respond to crimes or conflict in ways that address the needs and 

interests of all those affected—victims, offenders, their families and friends, and the community 
• based on Indigenous teachings combined with research in conflict resolution, the circle process 

improves relationships, addresses underlying cause, and enhances individual and community self-
reliance 

• the circle strives to create an environment safe for every participant to express their point of view and 
nurtures the possibility of finding win-win solutions for the benefit of all 

• types of circles may include Community Building Circles, Talking Circles, Healing Circles, Reintegration 
Circles, Conflict Circles, and Sentencing Circles 

• circles are used in a variety of settings such as families, social services, workplaces, government, 
justice systems, schools, and communities. 

• workshop topics may include: 
- structure of circle process    - challenges in circles               - applications of circle process 
- ritual & ceremony of circles  - beginning the circle process   - circle facilitation skills 
- foundational values & the philosophy of circle practice
